The appeal filed by Majel and Alton Ison re: Stewards decision to disqualify RIME ICE (No.2) from 1st to 3rd in the 7th race on August 2nd, 2010 was heard in the Boardroom of the Commission on August 24th, 2010. Sitting for the Board were David Miles, Chair, Dushant Persaud, Vice Chair, Georgine Spooner, Member and Margaret Teske, Member. Charlie Janaway represented the Stewards. Charles Smith and Terry Propps appeared with council Greg Welch. Majel Ison along with her trainer Joel Berndt participated via telephone.

During the running of the Assiniboia Oaks – 7th race August 2, 2010 – coming into the stretch turn RUBY’S BIG BAND (No. 3) was in front closest to the rail, closely followed by HONORABLE LADY (No. 6), who was running in the path next to No. 3. No. 2 was tucked in behind with no place to go. The trio stayed this way through the turn and through the first part of the stretch run. Both No. 3 and No. 6 maintained a straight course veering neither in nor out. No. 2 had also maintained his position but unfortunately for him that position was directly behind No. 3 and No. 6. There was still no place to go. The jockey on No. 2 must have concluded that there was no way to go around and that the only way to win was to go between No. 3 and No. 6 but there was no path to do so. No. 2 attempted to work himself into the space between No. 3 and No. 6 and did get in there but there was not enough room to get through as No. 3 and No. 6 continued to maintain their position. At that point in time No. 2 literally created a hole by barreling through the small non- opening. To create a large enough hole he bumped No. 6 knocking him off stride and to the outside. No. 2 continued through the self made hole and went on to win the race.

The MHRC finds that in order to create a hole which was required to win the race No. 2 fouled No. 6 within the meaning of the rules. Had he not done so he would not have had a clear run to the wire and would not have won the race.  It was argued that all three horses contributed to the bumping incident and therefore No. 2 should not be disqualified. The MHRC disagrees with this argument and finds that the incident was due only to the actions of the No. 2. 

The order of finish as determined by the Stewards is confirmed and the purse money will be distributed accordingly. 

The appeal deposit is forfeit.
